What is this product?
Type
This is an open-ended investment company with variable capital
segregated liability between sub-funds, incorporated with limited
liability in Ireland.

Objectives
Investment objective The Fund seeks to maximise total return by
investing primarily though not exclusively in investment grade debt
securities, both fixed and floating rate, of issuers located in any
geographic region.

Investment policies The Fund may invest up to 20% of its total
assets in debt securities rated below investment grade. The
investment manager will actively select, purchase and sell securities
with the aim of meeting the investment objectives of the Fund.

Investments will generally consist of debt securities issued or
guaranteed by governments or their agencies, supranationals and
corporations (including transferable loan participation notes), as well
as agency and non-agency mortgage backed securities and asset
backed securities.

The Fund may hold money market instruments, and other UCITS and
may also use derivative instruments to obtain both long and short
exposures for investment and hedging purposes and for investment
efficiency.

SFDR Classification The Fund has been classified as a financial
product subject to Article 8 of the Sustainable Finance Disclosure
Regulation (EU) 2019/2088.

Benchmark The Fund is considered to be actively managed with
reference to the Barclays Global Aggregate Index (currency hedged)
(the "Index"). The Index is used (i) as a universe from which to select
or hold securities and (ii) to compare to the performance of the Fund.
The investment manager has discretion over the composition of the
Fund and may select securities not included in the Index. Deviations
from the Index may be material. Whilst the investment manager does
not employ a defined strategy to align with a benchmark during
periods of volatility, it will take account of market environment and
perceived risks at any given time and will employ its investment
discretion as described in the investment policy accordingly.

Redemption and Dealing Shares can normally be bought and sold
on any business day, being a day on which banks are open for
business in Ireland, the UK and the US.

Distribution Policy Your shares are accumulating, meaning that
income and gains of the Fund will be reinvested to increase the
value of the Fund.

Launch date The Fund was launched on 25/05/2021 and the share
class was launched on 28/05/2021.

Fund Currency The base currency of the Fund is USD and this share
class currency is EUR. The Fund is substantially hedged to your base
currency.

Switching Shareholders may switch some or all of their Shares in one

Asset Segregation The Company is organised under Irish law as an
umbrella fund with segregated liability between funds.

Intended retail investor
This product is intended for investors who plan to stay invested for at
least 2 years and are prepared to take on a low level of risk of loss to
their original capital in order to get a higher potential return. It is
designed to form part of a portfolio of investments.

Term
The Fund is open-ended and has no maturity date. Subject to the
liquidation, dissolution and termination rights of the Directors of the
Company as set forth in the prospectus, the Fund cannot be
automatically terminated.

What happens if Waystone Management Company (IE) Limited is unable to pay out?
